FROM THE PASTOR

George W. Truett, a well known pastor, was invited to dinner
in the home of a very wealthy man in Texas. After the meal,
the host led him to a place where they could get a good view of
the surrounding area.

Pointing to the oil wells punctuating the landscape he
boasted, “Twenty years ago, | had nothing. Now as far as you
can see, it’s all mine.” Looking in the opposite direction at his
sprawling fields of grain, he said, “That’s all mine.” Turning
east toward huge herds of cattle, he bragged, “They’re all
mine.” Then pointing to the west and a beautiful forest, he
exclaimed, “That too is all mine.”

He paused, expecting Dr. Truett to compliment him on his
great success. Truett, however, placing one hand on the
man’s shoulder and pointing heavenward with the other,
simply said, “How much do you have in that direction?”” The
man hung his head and confessed, “I never thought of that.”

“I never thought of that.” In a materialistic world which
measures happiness in terms of wealth, power and fame, one
can easily fail to look at the direction above. In fact, one is
bound to believe that there is nothing above. And
understandably, driven by that belief, one will desire to
accumulate more and more and hoard them for the future to
insure one’s security and happiness - a desire that leads to
nowhere but greed and selfishness.

This is what Jesus warns us against in the gospel today, “Take
care to guard against all greed, for though one may be rich,
one’s life does not consist of possessions.” The rich man in the
parable epitomizes what for the world is the ideal and perfect
man - secure and comfortable — one who has arrived — but as
the parable goes, “You fool, this night your life will be
demanded of you; and the things you have prepared, to whom
will they belong?” “Vanity of vanities!” the first reading says.

That is why St. Paul reminds us in the second reading, “If you
were raised with Christ, seek what is above, think of what is
above, not of what is on earth.” As Christ invites us, “do not
store up treasures for yourselves, but be rich in what matters
to God.” Indeed, as somebody said, “He is no fool who gives
up what he cannot keep to gain what he cannot lose.”

On Monday evening, August 09, at 7:00p.m. in the Parish
Hall, we will begin a new RCIA year (The Rite of Christian
Initiation for Adults). The program is primarily focused on
conversion and discernment for those who have never been
baptized and now want to know more about the Catholic
faith. If you have never been baptized or were baptized in
another Christian faith community, | wish to extend an
invitation to you to join the RCIA program and explore the
riches of our faith. We are eager to talk with you and would
love to share our Catholic faith with you.

Even as | send out this invitation for prospective candidates
for the RCIA, I would also ask that if you know of someone
who might have interest in the Catholic faith, please ask them
to call the parish office and speak with me and | can better
explain the program to them in detail.

If you are a baptized Catholic and have been away from the
Church for awhile and you want to become reconnected with
your parish, I invite you as well to join us for RCIA classes.
In some instances, we have couples preparing for marriage
who have not received all of their sacraments of initiation
(Confirmation and Eucharist) but were baptized as
Catholics. If this is your situation, this program is for you as
well. There is no fee for the catechetical instruction. We only
ask a little of your time each week on Monday evenings.

When someone is on the journey to opening their lives to
Christ, it is equally important that they have someone to walk
with them. This role is filled by those we call RCIA sponsors.
To be a sponsor you should be a Catholic in good standing
with the Catholic Church. It is not necessary to have a degree
in theology or philosophy. You need only to have a desire to
share with someone else the beauty of our Catholic faith. The
rewards for being a sponsor for someone coming into the
Catholic Church are immeasurable. You not only make a
new friend by sponsoring a catechumen or candidate but you
become a face for the larger parish community. You are the
representative of the larger community that extends a warm
welcome to those seeking a deeper relationship with God and
with their Savior, Jesus Christ.

Please consider joining us next Monday, August 09 as we
open our doors to our new students. Pray that our new RCIA
year may yield a bountiful harvest as we build up the
kingdom of God here at Notre Dame.

George W. Truett, un pastor bien conocido fue invitado a
cenar en el hogar de un hombre muy adinerado en Texas.
Después de la comida, el anfitrién lo llevé a un lugar donde
ellos pudieran tener una buena vista de los alrededores.

Sefialando a los pozos petroleros que puntuaban el paisaje el
presumio, “Hace veinte afios, yo no tenia nada. Ahora hasta
lo lejos donde puedas ver, es todo mio.” Mirando en la
direccién opuesta a sus extensos campos de granos, el dijo,
“Todo eso en mio.” Volviéndose hacia el Este hacia las
enormes manadas de ganado, el fanfarroneo, “Esos son todos
mios.” Luego apuntando hacia el Oeste y a los bosques
encantadores, el exclamd, “Eso también es todo mio.”

Hizo una pausa, esperando que el Dr. Truett lo felicitara por
su gran éxito. Truett, sin embargo, poniéndole una mano
sobre el hombro de aquel hombre y apuntando hacia el cielo
con la otra, simplemente dijo, ¢Cuanto tienes en esa
direccion?” EIl hombre baj6 su cabeza y confesd, “Yo nunca
pensé en €s0.”

“Yo nunca pensé en eso.” En un mundo materialista que
mide la felicidad en términos de riqueza, poder y fama, uno
puede facilmente fallar a mirar a la direccion de arriba. De
hecho, a uno se le ha llevado a creer de qué no hay nada
arriba. Y comprensivamente, guiados por esa creencia, uno
deseara acumular mésy méas y acaparar para el futuro para
asegurarse la seguridad y la felicidad propia — un deseo que
lleva a ninguna parte sino a la avaricia y al egoismo.

Esto es lo que Jesus nos advierte a nosotros en el evangelio de
hoy, “Eviten toda clase de avaricia, porque la vida del
hombre no depende de la abundancia de los bienes que
posea.” EI hombre rico en la parabola personifica lo que
para el mundo es el hombre ideal y perfecto — seguro y
cémodo- uno que ha llegado — pero como sigue la parabola,
“jInsensato! Esta misma noche vas a morir. ¢Para quién
seran todos tus bienes?” “jNo es también eso vana ilusion!”
dice la primera lectura.

Por eso es que San Pablo nos recuerda en la segunda lectura,
“Puesto que ustedes han resucitado con Cristo, busquen los
bienes de arriba, pongan todo el corazén en los bienes del
cielo, no en los de la tierra.” Asi como Cristo nos invita, “No
guarden riquezas para ustedes, sino que sean ricos en los
bienes de Cristo.” Efectivamente, como alguien dijo, “No es
tonto aquel que da lo que no puede guardar para ganar lo
gue no puede perder.”
