From the Deacon

Devotional prayers are another way for people to bring their
very personal concerns of life to God and to ask the
intercession of the saints and of other members of the
Christian community. Sacred images are important not only
in liturgical prayers but also in devotional prayers because
they are sacramentals that help the faithful to focus their
attention as they pray. One of the popular devotions that is
a large part of the Lenten Season (although, not reserved
exclusively for that season) is the practice of walking with
Jesus by praying the Stations of the Cross.

The origin of the Stations of the Cross began with early
pilgrims who wished to follow the way walked by Christ from
Pilate’s house to the hill of Calvary where Jesus was
crucified. Those who walked the path of Jesus in Jerusalem
also wished to continue this same devotion when they went
back home. In the fourteenth century, it was the Franciscans
who were put in charge of caring for the holy places in
Jerusalem and they promoted the use of images that depicted
the Lord’s Way of the Cross (BLS132).

Within our own church, we have preserved this beautiful
tradition by placing the Stations of the Cross within the new
worship space of the church. The original stations that you
see on the walls were given as memorials in the early 1990’s
and subsequently were moved to their present location
during the construction of the new church. The Stations
themselves were adapted to the new worship space by
creating a larger backdrop for each of scenes depicted in
Christ’s passion and death. Again, these backdrops were
part of the memorial campaign and these contributions made
it possible to preserve some of the heritage of our past from
the original church.

Throughout the season of Lent, we will be having the Stations
of the Cross each Friday. Following the morning Mass
@10:00a.m. in the chapel, we will process to the main body of
the church and walk the Stations of the Cross. Also, each
Friday evening beginning at 6:30p.m. in the main church, we
will have the Stations of the Cross in English followed by the
celebration of the Mass (bi-lingual). Following the Mass, we
will have the Stations of the Cross in the Spanish language
(approx. 8:00p.m.).

Whether celebrated by a community or by individuals, the
Stations of the Cross offer a way for the faithful to enter more
fully into the passion and death of the Lord and to serve as
another manifestation of the pilgrim church on its homeward
journey. We invite you to make this devotion a part of your
Lenten journey.

Together we make this house our home.

Los rezos devocionales son otra forma en que la gente presenta las
preocupaciones personales de sus vidas a Diosy piden por medio de
la intercesion de los santos y otros miembros de la comunidad
Cristiana. Las imagenes Sagradas son importantes no solamente en
oraciones litargicas pero también en oraciones de las devociones
porque son sacramentales que ayudan a los fieles a enfocar su
atencion mientras ellos rezan. Una de la devocion popular que es
una gran parte de la temporada de la Cuaresma (aunque no esta
reservada exclusivamente para esta temporada) es la practica de
caminar con Jesus rezando las Estaciones de la Cruz.

El origen de las Estaciones de la Cruz empez6 con los primeros
peregrinos que deseaban seguir el camino caminado por Cristo
desde la casa de Pilato hasta el Monte del Calvario donde Jesus fue
crucificado. Aquellos que caminaron el sendero de Jesus en
Jerusalén también quisieron seguir con la misma devocion cuando
regresaron a casa. En el siglo catorce, pusieron a los Franciscanos
encargados de atender y cuidar los lugares santos en Jerusalén y
ellos promovieron el uso de imagenes que representan al Sefior en el
Camino de la Cruz (BLS132).

Dentro de nuestra propia iglesia, hemos conservado esta hermosa
tradicién colocando las Estaciones de la Cruz, adentro de la nueva
area de adoracion de la iglesia. Las estaciones originales que ustedes
ven en las paredes fueron obsequiadas como Memoriales en los
primeros afios de los 90s y subsecuentemente fueron trasladados a
su lugar actual durante la construccion de la iglesia nueva. Las
Estaciones, en si mismas, fueron adaptadas al nuevo lugar de
adoracion al crearles un respaldo de fondo més grande para cada
una de las escenas que representan la pasion y muerte de Cristo.
Nuevamente, estos respaldos fueron parte de la Campafia de
Memoriales y estas contribuciones hicieron posible el conservar
algunas de las herencias de nuestro pasado, de la iglesia original.

Durante la temporada de la Cuaresma, tendremos las Estaciones de
la Cruz todos los viernes. Después de la Misa de las 10:00 de la
mafiana en la Capilla, haremos una procesion a la parte principal de
la iglesia, caminaremos y rezaremos las Estaciones de la Cruz (en
Idioma Inglés). También, cada Viernes en las tardes comenzando a
las 6:30 p.m. en la parte principal de la Iglesia, tendremos las
Estaciones de la Cruz en Idioma Inglés seguidas por la Celebracion
de la Misa (bilingiie), y luego las Estaciones de la Cruz en Idioma
Espafiol (aproximadamente a las 8:00 p.m.).

Ya sea celebrado por una comunidad o en forma individual, las
Estaciones de la Cruz ofrecen una via a los fieles a entrar més de
lleno en la Pasién y Muerte de nuestro Sefior y para servir como
otra manifestacion de la iglesia peregrina en su viaje de regreso a
casa. Nosotros los invitamos a hacer esta devocion una parte de su
jornada de Cuaresma.
